This is an incredible
opportunity for youth to experience what the United Church of Christ is like
beyond your local church and to see firsthand what the national and wider
settings of the United Church of Christ are all about. It is an excellent chance
for young people to engage in learning about the work of the Church as well as
stepping into leadership opportunities. Youth will be fully integrated and

involved in all that Synod has to offer.

The total cost per youth is $1080 — this includes flights, hotel, transportation,
meals, and synod registration. You are not expected to pay the entire cost, but
what the conference can pay is dependent on how many youth are interested

in attending synod.
